The HIV/AIDS Epidemic in Dire Dawa Region

Estimates and projections on HIV prevalence and incidence

The HIV prevalence was estimated at 6.8% (7.7% in females and 5.9% in males) in 2005.
The HIV prevalence among the urban populations was estimated at 8.5% (9.6% in females
and 7.4 % in males). The corresponding estimate among the rural population was 0.9 %
(1.0% in females and 0.8 % in males). The estimated HIV incidence was 0.58% in 2005
(0.89 % in urban and 0.09 % in rural areas). The total HIV incidence is expected to slowly
increase to its level in 2010 (0.66%) in line with the adult HIV incidence in urban areas of the
region. In Dire Dawa region, the urban epidemic is characterized by a gradual increase up to
1998 and by relative stability up to 2002 and then by gradual decline there after. On the other
hand, the rural epidemic showed stability after having reached the highest levels in the year
2003. Thus, the over all HIV prevalence for the region has been declining over the last years
and will remain so for the coming few years.

Estimates and projections on the number of PLWHA , new infections, new AIDS
cases and deaths in adults

A total of 14, 554 persons were estimated to be living with HIV/AIDS in the year 2005. The
corresponding figures for estimated numbers of new HIV infections, new AIDS cases and AIDS
deaths were 1, 414, 1,537 and 1, 477 respectively The estimated number of persons requiring
ART for 2005 was 3, 188.

Estimates and projections on the numbers of HIV positive pregnancies and births

There were 952 HIV-positive pregnancies in the region in 2005. Similarly, there were 229 HIV
positive births in 2005. The numbers of HIV positive pregnancies will keep on increasing while
the total number of HIV positive births will decline in the coming five years. The later will be
due to the effects of the PMTCT program

Estimates and projections on the numbers of PLWHA, new infections, new AIDS
cases and deaths in children

It is estimated that there were a total of 1, 176 children living with HIV, 229 new HIV
infections, 174 new AIDS cases and 159 AIDS deaths among children in the region in 2005.
Estimates and projections on the numbers of AIDS orphans

It was estimated that there were a total of 24, 963 orphans in the region in 2005. Of these,
were 7, 188 AIDS orphans. Of the AIDS orphans, over one third (3, 081) were dual orphans.
